ACTION REQUESTED: Approval of a revision to a special use permit for a wastewater treatment plant.
HISTORY/BACKGROUND:

Project Location: The project site is located at 17451 US Highway 17, Hampstead, NC, approximately %2 mile
north of the existing Topsail High School.

Project Description: The applicant is requesting a revision to a special use permit to construct and operate a
wastewater treatment plant on the property located north of the existing Topsail High School. The plant is a
privately owned 100,000 gallon wastewater facility to accommodate the domestic flows from the new Topsail
High School, the existing nearby Pender County schools, a commercial development, and 350 subdivision units.
The revision to the Special Use Permit is to increase the capacity of the proposed Hampstead Lands Wastewater
Treatment Facility to 500,000 gallons from the 100,000 gallons as approved in Special Use Permit. The facility
will be located on approximately 2.26 acres of a 578-acre tract previously approved by the Pender County
Planning Board as The Preserve at Bayberry Farms. The facility was permitted in June 2006 by DWQ and has
obtained a permit modification to include the schools. '
Activities onsite will include monitoring and maintenance of treatment components and equipment, operation of
the spray-irrigation disposal system, and data monitoring. All operations will be regulated by the appropriate
agencies.

Construction activities onsite will include clearing, grading, concrete work and installation of the facility and
necessary equipment, installation of necessary mechanical and electrical equipment, and installation of buffers
and landscaping consistent with the Pender County Zoning Ordinance.

All applicable local, state, and federal permits must be obtained prior to operation of the facility.

EVALUATION:

A) Public Notifications: Advertisements for the proposal have been placed in the Topsail Voice and Pender
Post. Adjacent property owners were notified by first class mail. (See certification attached)

B) Basis for Granting SUP: See attachment A for approval procedures (15.3 of Zoning Ord.) and revocation
procedures (15.4b of Zoning Ord.).

C) Zoning Ordinance Compliance: This property is zoned PD, Planned Development and a wastewater
treatment plant is permitted via a special use permit.

D) 2005 Land Use Plan Compliance: This property is classified as an Urban Growth Area. The project is
consistent with the 2005 Land Use Plan.

E) Existing Land Use In Area: The site is immediately bounded by vacant land on all sides. Topsail High
School lies approximately % mile south of the proposed site. The Pender County Planning Board has
approved the surrounding land for development of a residential subdivision.

F) Site Access Conditions: The site has access to U.S. Highway 17 through a proposed fifty feet wide access
easement.

G) Conditions To Consider In Issuing A Special Use Permit For This Project:

1. No junk, debris trash or inoperable vehicles, recycled or salvaged materials shall be stored on the site

outside a completely enclosed building.

2. No project activity shall commence on the site including clearing and grading until a Final Zoning Permit

has been issued. _

3. No permanent personnel occupancy on-site will be allowed.

4.  All operations must follow federal, state, and local standards, regulations, ordinances, permits, statues,

and/or laws.

5. The project must have commercial site plan review for a zoning permit.
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6. Type B buffer requirements must be met with either existing vegetative cover or landscaping if existing
vegetative cover is insufficient.

7. The project shall be developed in accord with the provisions of the Pender County Zoning Ordinance and
the applicant’s final revised site plan as approved by the Zoning Administrator and the conditions contained
in this permit.

8. Any physical relocation and/or improvements after completion the original wastewater treatment plant will
require a Special Use Permit.

9. Any violations of the conditions of this permit, confirmed by the Zoning Administrator shall result in this
permit becoming void, if not corrected within 30 days of receipt of the notice of violation with a scheduling
of a public hearing with the Board of Commissioners at the next available meeting the 3 1st day of receipt
of the notice of violation for a revocation.

10. The obligations imposed by this permit will be the responsibility of the property owner and operator and
shall continue in affect until all conditions of this permit and other permits have been complied with and
the Pender County Planning Department has made a final inspection of the site and provided a written
certification that the site is in compliance.

RESOLUTION: NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that on October 15, 2007 the Pender County
Board of Commissioners considered a revision to a special use permit for the operation of a wastewater
treatment plant for Jamestown Pender Commercial L.P. & Jamestown Pender Residential, L.P. as described
herein, and F.D. Rivenbark, Chairman to the Board, is authorized to execute the order implementing this
resolution and provide notice to the applicant of the action taken herein.
