%oﬁ,i C?Zﬁf ’ Although the Town of Burgaw has conducted several voluntary and involuntary
annexations since the town was incorporated in 1879, the original ETJ that was
i‘;‘:ﬁiﬁ;@ adopted in 1974 has never been expanded. In fact, our original ETJ was actually

reduced with the incorporation of St. Helena in 1989.

In requesting this expansion, the Town of Burgaw is hoping to address land use
and development related issues. These objectives are outlined below:

1) Provide the Town with a Development Buffer- In expanding the
ET]J, we believe the proposed footprint provides the town with a
reasonable development buffer for the corporate limits. This
development buffer is essential in helping insure that the development
that occurs in the immediate area outside of town is consistent with
development, both existing and subsequent, within the Town of
Burgaw.

2) Reduce Jurisdictional Confusion between Town and County-
Currently, the town’s ETJ is based on a 1-mile buffer around the
original corporate lines of the Town of Burgaw. In the past, the fact
that this ETJ line is not based on identifiable geographical features has
caused problems for both the Pender County and Town of Burgaw
Planning and Building Inspections Departments.

3) Conform with the Statutory Requirements- As proposed and
required by GS 160A-360 (b), the new ETJ was determined by
following along the perimeter of geographical features which are




identifiable on the ground (property lines, roads, or other points of reference) rather than
a fixed distance from the corporate limits.

Public Informational Hearing and Public Hearings Regarding the Town of
Burgaw’s Proposed Extraterritorial Jurisdiction (ETJ) Expansion

The Town of Burgaw is proposing an expansion of its Extraterritorial Jurisdiction (ETJ). As part of
this process, the town is notifying all affected owners of record according to the Pender County
Register of Deeds Office. The area included within the proposed expansion is approximately 6,529
acres that surrounding the existing corporate limits and ETJ of the Town of Burgaw.

Pursuant to the provisions of NCGS Sections 160A-360 and 160A-364 and to ordinances of the Town
of Burgaw, notice is hereby given regarding public hearings before the Town of Burgaw Planning
Board and Board of Commissioners. The following outlines the anticipated timeline of the public
hearings that the Town of Burgaw will conduct regarding the proposed ETJ expansion:

1) On March 18, 2008 at 6 pm, the Town of Burgaw will hold a public informational
hearing regarding the proposed ETJ expansion as well as the initial zoning within the
proposed ETJ area. The meeting will be held at the Pender County Board of
Commissioner Room at 805 South Walker Street in Burgaw. This meeting is intended
to provide the public with the opportunity to present concerns about the proposed ETJ
expansion to town staff and the Town of Burgaw Board of Commissioners.

2) On March 20, 2008 at 6 pm, the Town of Burgaw Planning Board will hold a public
hearing to receive comments regarding the proposed ETJ expansion and initial zoning at
Town Hall located at 109 North Walker Street in Burgaw.

3) On April 8, 2008 at 9am, the Town of Burgaw Board of Commissioners will hold a
public hearing to receive comments regarding the proposed ETJ expansion and initial
zoning at Town Hall located at 109 North Walker Street in Burgaw. Please note that
the date and time of the public hearing by the Board of Commissioners may change if the
Planning Board tables a recommendation at their March 20, 2008 meeting.

Following the public informational hearing and all subsequent public hearings, the Town of Burgaw
will formally ask the Pender County Board of Commissioners to consider transferring zoning, land use,
and building inspections authority to the Town of Burgaw for the affected area.

Please be advised that all property owners, according to the Pender County Register of Deeds Office,
that are affected by the proposed ETJ expansion will be notified by first class mail no later than March
7, 2008.

IMPORTANT-The ETJ extension is NOT ANNEXATION. Properties located in
the ETJ will not be taxed by the Town of Burgaw.
