SHORT TITLE: Resolution Authorizing a Purchase Order to All Seasons Commercial HVAC

BACKGROUND: Of the $56 million school bond referendum approved by voters on May 3,
2005, $750,000 was allocated for renovations to convert the former Topsail Middle School to the

new Topsail Elementary School. Thus far the Board has authorized allocations totaling
$463,967.17 to this project.

At this time, the schools are requesting approval of a purchase order to All Seasons Commercial
HVAC Distributors to replace 12 HVAC units at Topsail Elementary School at a total cost of
$37,290.12.

The County and Schools have entered into the appropriate agreements to permit the County to
pay the bills associated with this construction in order to recapture the sales taxes paid and
realize a substantial savings. '

SPECIFIC ACTION REQUESTED: To consider a resolution to authorize a purchase order to
All Seasons Commercial HVAC Distributors, in the amount of $37,290.12 as indicated above.
