Call to Order: Chairman Boney called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.

Chairman Boney stated that a public hearing for Agenda Item 6 would not be heard since a community
meeting had not been conducted by the applicant. He stated that once planning staff was informed of the
community meeting requirement being met a public hearing would be rescheduled.

Adoption of the Agenda: Board member Williams made the motion to approve the agenda
excluding Agenda Item 6; seconded by Board member Marshburn. The vote was unanimous.

Approval of Minutes: Board member Garrett made the motion to approve the minutes from the
June 5, 2012 meeting; seconded by Board member Edens. The vote was unanimous.

Public Comment: Chairman Boney opened the floor to public comment; Board member Garrett
asked, in reference to Agenda Item 6, at what point could Board members request any additional
information; Attorney Thurman answered the earlier a request was made the better.

*(Public Hearing Opened)*
4. Master Development Plan:

Terra Novo Consulting, LLC, applicant, on behalf of Hampstead Land Group, LLC, owner, is
requesting the approval of a master development plan for Phase 4 of Majestic Oaks Subdivision. The
request consists of developing and revising fifteen single family residential lots on approximately
12.08 acres. The proposed project is located off of Mae Drive in Majestic Oaks Subdivision in
Hampstead. The property is zoned RP, Residential Performance and may be identified as Pender
County PINs 3292-15-1388-0000, 3292-14-5901-0000, and 3292-14-3875-0000. Planner Moncado
presented and gave background information for Agenda Item 4. Mark Brambell, applicant addressed
the Board and stated the reason for the redesign of the two lots due to the wetlands deed restriction

on the site. Chairman Boney asked the applicant if he knew the date of the wetland delineation; Mr. -

Brambell answered that the delineation was completed by the previous developer, but he believed it
was in 2006. Board member Williams asked if the club house and pool was included in the original
plan, Mr. Brambell answered yes. James Brandon, attorney addressed the Board stating that he
represented Mr. Lee who had purchased lots 137 and 138 in Majestic Oaks. He continued that at the
time of purchase the map of record showed open space next to Mr. Lee's properties; however in
August 2011 a new map was approved adding lot 139 to Majestic Oaks subdivision in place of the
open space which caused a decrease in value of Mr. Lee’s properties. Board members reviewed the

recombination map. Eric Litvak, developer, addressed the Board stating that it seemed the
development of the roads within the Majestic Oaks subdivision would create more traffic problems.
Mr. Litvak thanked Mr. Brambell for including a buffer between the subdivisions, but asked if the
buffer would be included in the individual deeds so that future owners would know that the buffer is
to be protected and could not be removed. Attorney Thurman responded that Mr. Brambell had the
right to do as he wished regarding the buffer since it is not required to have a buffer between
subdivisions according to the Unified Development Ordinance. Mr. Brambell responded that the
developer has agreed to a green space easement that would be recorded on the plat and would state
within the covenants that no structures are allowed in the buffer and any plants, trees or such
removed would have to be replaced. There was a brief discussion among Board members and staff
regarding the process of Master Development plans.

Board member Garrett made the motion to approve the Master Development plan as presented;
seconded by Board member Williams. The vote was 5 in favor and 1 opposed.

Master Development Plan:

Coleman Parks, applicant, on behalf of Patricia Hughes, owner, is requesting the approval of a master
development plan for Phase 2 of Graystone Subdivision. The request consists of developing 80 single
family residential lots on approximately 89.7 acres. The proposed development is located at the
intersection of Washington Acres Road and Center Drive in Hampstead. The property is zoned as RP,
Residential Performance and may be identified as Pender County PIN 3282-71-2892-0000. Planner
Moncado presented and gave background information for Agenda Item 5. Coleman Parks, applicant,
thanked the Board for their time and stated that the plan reduced density which he felt improved the
quality of the neighborhood. Mr. Parks reviewed the plan with Board members. Barbara Jeffrey,
Treasury Secretary for Washington Acres Home Owner's Association, stated that there was some
issues with the lots that are deeded at Washington Acres and stated the question whose rules would
those lots have to follow; Mr. Parks answered that if the lots are deeded as such they would have to
follow Washington Acre's covenants. Mrs. Jeffrey also commented on the traffic issues and hoped
that all involved would take traffic into consideration. Charles Hocking, resident, made comments to
the Board regarding the traffic issue and asked if the Planning Board considered traffic when
approving plans; Attorney Thurman answered that it is not the Planning Board’s role to approve plans
based on traffic issues. Board members had a brief discussion.

Board member Williams made the motion to approve the Master Development plan with the
conditions that access concerns for Lot 17, along Center Drive, based on the Unified Development
Ordinance, Section 7.2.6, Lots on Thoroughfares, Section 7.2.7, Lots on Collector Streets, and the
Coastal Pender Collector Street Plan (Figure 4.1) be addressed and

and that staff could proceed without bring the item back to the Board; seconded by Board member
Garrett with the request that the Preliminary Plat be emailed to the Board members. The vote was 5
in favor and 1 opposed.

Zoning Map Amendment: (TABLED till further notice)

Old North State Water Company, applicant, on behalf of Corbett Package Company, owner, is
requesting a Zoning Map Amendment for a conditional rezoning of +55 acres from RA, Rural
Agricultural District, to RP-CD, Residential Performance — Conditional District for the use of a Sewage
Treatment Facility. The property is located approximately one (1) mile southwest of NC 210 and



approximately two (2) miles west of US Highway 17, Hampstead, and may be identified by Pender
County PIN 3282-15-9252-0000.

7. Pender County 2012 Comprehensive Land Use Plan:
The Pender County Planning Board will hold a public hearing for the adoption of updates to the
Pender County Comprehensive Land Use Plan to meet CAMA Land Use Planning requirements.
Director Breuer presented and gave background information on Agenda Item 7. Board members held
a brief discussion.

Board member Garrett made the motion to approve the Comprehensive Land Use plan as presented;
seconded by Board member Nalee. The vote was 5 in favor and 1 opposed.
